To Live is Christ
Philippians 2:25-30
On behalf of the Philippians, Epaphroditus served Paul selflessly and
sacrificially by risking his life. Paul served Epaphroditus and the Philippians
by sending Epaphroditus back to Philippi, where Paul commanded the
Philippians believers to receive Epaphroditus well and to honor him as a

hero.
