SERMON NOTES PASTOR JASON TARN

One New Man in Christ
Ephesians 2:11-22

For this MLK weekend, we want to designate today as Ethnic Harmony
Sunday where we’ll consider how the gospel calls us to pursue ethnic
harmony in our personal lives and in our life together as the church. In
our text, we’ll see how the blood of Christ has established a unity – and
forged an identity – between Christians that runs thicker than blood.

1. The Problem: An alienated humanity

2. The Answer: A united new humanity

3. The Solution: A bloody cross

According to American Worldview Inventory 2022, only 2% 
of parents of preteens have a biblical worldview and very 
few parents are searching for individuals and experiences 
that will promote such a worldview to their children.1
