Fearfully and Wonderfully Made
Psalm 139:13-18

This Sunday’s theme is on the Sanctity of Life. Every year, we set aside a
Sunday to reflect on what the Bible says concerning unborn life. This
morning we’ll be looking at Psalm 139 to see what David has to say
about unborn life.

1. No one escapes God’s examination because God is omniscient
(139:1-6)

2. No one escapes God’s presence because God is omnipresent
(139:7-12)

3. Unborn life is God’s work because he is omniscient and
omnipresent (139:13-18)

4. Think God’s thoughts about unborn life while avoiding ungodly
thoughts (139:19-22)
