Nehemiah 3:1-32

Nehemiah 3 is a chapter we typically gloss over. It's like reading a
genealogy. It's filled with unfamiliar names and monotonous repetition. But
if all Scripture is profitable for teaching, then there must be helpful, edifying
truths that we can glean from this ancient record of who worked on what
section of the ruined gates and walls of post-exilic Jerusalem.
