Discipleship According to Mark (Part I) 
The Offense of Jesus 

Mark 6:1–30 
 
In Mark’s Gospel, the crowds are initially highly receptive of Jesus and his 
ministry. But, starting in chapter 6, they begin to take offense. This sentiment 
begins in his hometown of Nazareth and spreads throughout Galilee as his 
disciples are sent to preach his gospel. A flashback scene featuring John the 
Baptizer and King Herod foreshadows how many in the world will respond 
negatively to Jesus and his disciples.
